With the help from Arthur Bob has a balanced budget and handed one to the Council members that were present.  A budget meeting is scheduled for Wednesday October 23, 2008 at 7:30Pm at Borough Hall.
Steve brought up 2 places where sidewalk needs to be repaired.  The sidewalk on Maple Street was promised to be fixed by the borough.  The other one on Main Street and Centennial Bob will look at it and see who owns the sidewalk.
The left turn lane for Perkiomen and Main would be approx. $40,000 to $50,000 and PENN DOT does not see a need for it at this time.

Trail Head project will have a surplus after they are done with the landscaping. Bob is aware of the stone that is washed down on to the flag stone.
