Historical Preservation Committee – Lee Ann Miller and Rudy Micsko talked about the buildings that Mr. Bob Albright built and would like to donate to the Borough.  The heat will be checked out in the basement to see if it is working and a release form will be typed up for Bob Albright to sign.

4th Street Lighting Committee – Arthur, Ray and Bob are working on the replacement of the lights on 4th street.
Streets and Roads – Regional Planning Commission is doing a study of the traffic.

Boyer Lane project created an aqueduct and the water spills into yards and floods cellars.  Ken Yerger and Bob will see what needs to be done to improve this.  Bob will talk to Tom Slater.

Property – ADA for Borough Hall Renovations, Ken Yerger has a plan that was drawn up a couple of years ago.
