2010 Tax Ordinance:  Ordinance #359 – Tax Rates for the Year 2010
MOTIONED BY NATE DYSARD AND SECONDED BY RUDY MICSKO TO ADOPT ORDINANCE #359 LEVYING THE TAX RATES FOR THE YEAR 2010.  ALL WERE IN FAVOR. MOTION CARRIED.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:  Ken Yerger
Left Turn Lane at Perkiomen and Main:
Ken Yerger reported on the Left turn lane at Perkiomen Ave and Main St. (RT.29). Ken presented the members of Council with a cost estimate in the amount of $9,800 to install the left turn lane. Further discussion will be held at the Planning meeting Tuesday December 15, 2009 @ 7:00PM.

Borough Hall Parking Spots:

Ken received a quote from G.R. Patton Contracting, Inc. for $1,200 to construct three parking spots behind Borough Hall.  The signposts and signs will not be installed at this time.

Forest Lane:

Carroll Engineering has modified the proposed right-of-way to avoid two takes for adjacent property owners.  The Borough will only need to acquire right-of-way from the Spring Mount Summit Condo Association and Park Place Association. Mike will talk to the Association Presidents to discuss this project.
Alleyway: 

Mike, Lee Ann and Ray will meet with the new owners of 100 Main St. and 128 Main St. to discuss the alleyway.

SOLICITORS REPORT: Robert Brant 
Bob’s office drafted Deeds of Dedication for three portions of the cul-de-sac on Fourth Street.  
There are three different property owners affected and the Borough is pursuing the execution of the Deeds of Dedication.

MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Joe Giunta
Mayor Giunta sent a letter to the residents who attended the informal meeting about starting a Town Watch Program.  The resources are not available to start a Town Watch Program at this time.

Constable responsibilities will be discussed at the December 15, 2009 Council Planning meeting.

State Police reported seven disturbances for the month of November.

BOROUGH MANAGER REPORT: 
PECO Grant: 

The grant would be a good way to fund a plan for Meadow Park.  The grant application is due on January 15, 2010.  The total amount that can be applied for is $10,000 and may be used to pay for 50% of the eligible activities.  The matching funds must be in cash and not in-kind services.  Mike and Arthur met with representatives from the Montgomery County Planning Commission to discuss the plan developed for Meadow Park in October of 2003.  The MCPC will draft a new updated plan for the park.

Recommendation: Authorize the Borough Manager to apply for the PECO Grant in the amount of $10,000.00.

MOTIONED BY NATE DYSARD AND SECONDED BY RAY YEANISH TO AUTHORIZE THE BOROUGH MANAGER TO APPLY FOR THE PECO GRANT IN THE AMOUNT OF $10,000  ALL WERE IN FAVOR AND THE MOTION CARRIED.

Status to Crack Seal and Stripe Roads:

Council recommended at their November meeting to postpone road striping until the spring of 2010.

The Borough received a quote from G.R. Patton to perform crack sealing. They project the work to take two or three days at the rate of $1,150 a day. In addition to the daily rate, materials for tar and anti-skid aggregate will be billed at the quarry cost plus 15%.
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Recommendation: Approve G. R. Patton’s quote for crack sealing and authorize the Borough Manager to fund this project through the liquid fuels account.
MOTIONED BY LEE ANN MILLER AND SECONDED BY RAY YEANISH TO AUTHORIZE G. R. PATTON TO DO THE CRACK SEALING.  ALL WERE IN FAVOR AND THE MOTION CARRIED.
Street Sweeping:

Street sweeping will take place within the Borough on December 10th and 11th.
