PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE; by the assembly

Purpose of tonight’s meeting is to discuss which side of Main Street between Route 73 and Perkiomen Avenue will have no parking.

Steve Schwenk would like to talk about parking on Main Street from one end of town to the other.  Lee Ann Miller stated that the meeting was for discussion from Route 73 to Perkiomen Ave. A discussion was held.

Lee Ann Miller stated that she and Arthur Fairclough did research on how many people will be inconvenienced. More cars are parked on the West side of Main Street at night.  Striping for parking is still part of the plan. Borough Manager Herrmann stated that the remainder of Main Street could be addresses at a later date.  President Schwenk asked Mr. Brown if he had any comments.  Mr. Brown stated that he did not have a recommendation about the area in question but that whatever side is chosen, it would not affect parking on the remainder of Main Street. Council can limit parking on either side or alternate sides in different blocks.  He said that parking on alternate sides is often used as a traffic calming measurer.
After further discussion, a motion was made by LEE ANN MILLER TO KEEP PARKING ON THE WEST SIDE OF MAIN STREET AND ELIMINATE PARKING ON THE EAST SIDE OF MAIN STREET, And SECONDED BY RAY YEANISH.
