Schwenksville Borough is once again presenting 
the Annual Halloween Parade.  This year the 
parade is scheduled to begin on Thursday, 
October 27th at 7:00pm. For the first time, 
online web registration is being offered at 
www.centralperkrotary.org.  Online registrants 
must provide Registrants Name, Address,  
School, Age, Gender and Email Address.  Up to 
three children can be registered at one time.  
Online registration closes Monday the 24th. 
Each online registrant will receive a reply email 
on Tuesday the 25th with their "Registration 
Number".  They can print out or write the 
assigned number on a 8.5"x11" sheet of paper 
and attach to the back of their costume.  
Anyone unable register online can still get a 
number at the registration table on parade day.  
Another option for participants is to print out 
and prefill a form for speedier in person 
registration.    

 
Parade Day Registration begins at 6:00pm at 
Heidelberg UCC Church 2nd Ave. and Perkiomen 
Ave. where participants will line up for the 
parade.  The parade will continue down 2nd 
Street to the judging platform set up at 
Jerusalem Lutheran Church where floats and 
costumes will be evaluated.  The parade 
completes its journey at the Univest Bank 
Parking Lot, beside the Post Office on 
Centennial Street.  Free refreshments and 
entertainment are offered to the participants 
which will consist of Kona Ice, apple cider, soda, 
hot chocolate, hot dogs, candy and balloons.  
This year music will be provided by Bob Paolucci 
Sound Productions of Schwenksville. Prizes will 
be awarded to Scariest, Best Character, Most 
Original and Best Group.

Schwenksville 
residents should experience a 
smooth transition since the 
new countywide EIT 
collection agency is 
Berkheimer, the Borough’s 
current EIT collection 
agency.  As the Borough 
prepares for the new 
changes, we also request that 
all residents verify their 
address and municipality with 
their employer.  Accurate 
records   ensure that the 
Borough receives appropriate 
revenue disbursements.  EIT 
is a major revenue source 
which enables the Borough to 
provide quality and effective 
services.  We greatly 
appreciate your support and 
attention to this matter.

The headlines of the 2010 

census results showed 

Schwenksville as being 

one of the boroughs that 

lost the most population 

during the last ten years, 

from 1,693 in 2000 to 

1,385 in 2010.  This is 

not the case.  The 1,693 

number was initially 

reported as the count for 

the Borough but was then 

revised in April 2000 to 

1,333.  That revision was 

never transmitted to the 

Borough or to other 

authorities.  So, the 

correct population count 

in 2000 was 1,333 versus 

1,385 in 2010 or a slight 

increase of 3.9%. 

The ladies outnumber the 

“guys” 716 to 669 and 

the median age for the 

total population is 41.2 

years.  Despite people 

thinking that we have a 

very large number of 

retirees in the Borough, 

only 215 of us, or 15.5%, 

are over 65 years of age.  

Conversely, we have 235 

young people under the 

age of 14.  So age wise, 

the Borough is pretty 

well balanced.   

 

One thing that has 

changed is the mix of 

owner occupied housing 

units versus renter 

occupied housing units.  

Ten years ago this mix 

was roughly 50-50.  In 

2010 the mix has 

changed to 62% owner 

occupied and 38% renter 

occupied.  This is mainly 

due to homes changing to 

owner occupied in the 

townhomes at High 

Pointe (Pennypacker) and 

the condominiums at the 

Summit (Forest Ave). 

 

So, from the initial 

results of the census we 

know our Borough has 

grown a little, we have a 

reasonable age and 

gender balance in the 

population and that our 

housing units are among 

the most affordable in 

Montgomery County.  

All in all, Schwenksville 

is a nice place to live and 

raise a family.  And, if 

we all pitch in, we can 

continue to build a better 

and brighter future for 

Schwenksville.
